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Abstract

The consumer’s attitude of these garments was investigated. This investigation was carried on 810 females
who were consisted of 242 high school students, 187 college students and 171 full-fliedged members of society
in Tottori and 210 junior college students in Osaka. On the other hand, adevertisements of foundation gar-
ments were collected.

The results were summarized as follows:

(1) A number of adevertisement of foundation garments appeared in female’s weekly and fashion magazines.
Females of this survey used mail order system for buying foundation garments which appeared in these
magazines. The utilization of mail order system was increasing. Specially, Tottori females more often
used it than Oosaka females.

(2) Brassiere was weared not only for making a body samrt apearance but also for taking care of her per-
sonal appearance. The wearing ratio of brassiere of this survey was higher than that of other investiga-
tion of 1987.

(3) Girdle was mainly weared for foundation. The girdle’s type and the purpose of wearing was different
according to age and Rohrel index.

(4) The support type stockings was in expansive stage at this study. These stockings do not effect on
making legs smart appearances. But, these stockingy give the comfort sensation by high compression,
and give the feel of satisfaction because of new type goods.
