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Studies on Utilization of Unused Hardwoods (I )
Color Canges of Konara and Kunugi Veneers*

Summary

This paper describes the effect of light on the following three woods; Konara
(Quercus serrata Thunb.), Kunugi (Q. acuiissima Carruth.), Mizunara (Q.
mongolica var. grosseserrata Rehd. & Wils.). And the effect of molecular
weight of PEG and the amount of spread with PEG on preventing color changes,
and the components of cause of color changes are disccussed. The results
of this study are as follows:

1) In Konara and Kunugi heartwoods, L* was decreased at the beginning
of irradiate time, then L* was increased gently, b* was increased largely,
and the color changed to be yellowish. »

2) In Konara and Kunagi sapwoods, L* was decreased as irradiate time,
a* was unchanged, and b* was increased largely. The color changed to be
darkly yellowish.

3) Woods spread with a solution of PEG prevented color change. And
larger molecular weight and larger spread with PEG prevented color changes.

4) Color changes were not caused by hot-water and alkali extractives but

were caused by dioxan extractives of Konara and Kunugi woods.
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
