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Abstract — As the second version of species list of millipeds (Myriapoda, Diplopoda) of
Matsuyama City, Ehime Prefecture, Shikoku, Japan, originally published in 2002, this report
presents full list of milliped species so far recorded from the area of the city. The list consists of
a total of 22 species belonging to 7 families, and includes 1 species whose type localities locate
in Matsuyama City (Xystodesmus gracilipes (Takakuwa 1942) from hillside of Matsuyama-jo
Castle, Epanerchodus tubakisanus Miyosi 1955 from Iyozuhiko-no-mikoto Shrine (= Tsubaki
Shrine), and Speophilosoma takanawa Shear, Tsurusaki & Tanabe 1994 from Mt. Takanawa). It
seems that X. gracilipes and E. tubakisanus went extinct from the type locality, since no

specimens have been available from those localities in spite of repeated searches.
